Association Policies Adopted or Amended in 2009

EXTERMINATION OF PESTS. The policy was amended to cover infestations brought
in by an individual resident.

SALES & RENTALS: Renting of Units by Individual Owners. The policy was
amended to bring it into conformance with the Rental Licensing Ordinance of the City
of Hopkins, and to clarify some of the requirements of the policy.

TV SATELLITE DISHES: Installation and Placement. The policy was amended to:

= Provide for a $25 administrative fee per installation

= Require payment for the labor and materials invested by the Association in
assisting with the installation of dishes
Allow the Association to require evidence that dishes are still be used
Provide for the easy re-installation of dishes (if requested by the unit owners)
when dishes are removed

EXTERMINATION OF PESTS

Policy:

1. The Board must review any work, which is proposed to address a particular extermination
problem, if management estimates that the total cost of the work will exceed $250. This
policy excludes emergencies and excludes the cost of the ongoing, preventive services
provided by the licensed extermination service used by the Association.

2. When it is clear that a resident has brought an insect infestation into their building with their
belongings or otherwise, then the cost of eliminating the infestation is a cost to the unit
owner. The elimination of the infestation will be handled by the Association using a
professional, licensed exterminating company. However, the cost of the work will be billed to
the unit owner.

Comment:

It is anticipated by the Association that 2. will apply primarily to bed bugs. However, it may
occasionally apply to cockroaches when there is a sudden, clear infestation of cockroaches in a
building, and the infestation can be traced back to the belongings of the resident(s) of a particular
unit.

Statement of Policy as amended and updated June 24, 2009

SALES & RENTAL: Renting of Units by Individual Owners

Policy:

A member of the Association, who rents out a unit owned by him or her, must comply with the following
requirements:

1. Rental Information
a. The member must complete and forward to the Association Office the Association's Renter

Information form (a supply of the form may be obtained by calling the Association Office) when
requested by the Association.

The member must also complete and forward the form to the Association Office each time a lease
is signed with a new renter.

The member must complete and forward to the Association Office the Association's Investor
Owner Information form when the member first puts their unit up for rent. The member must also
complete and forward this form to the Association Office anytime any info on the original form
changes.

2. Form of Lease

a.

The member must use the standard form of lease required by the Association unless permission is
otherwise granted by the Association.

The Association currently requires that members use the standard lease of the Minnesota Multi
Housing Association (MMHA) along with the Addendum to Residential Lease: Crime Free Multi-
Housing and Prohibition of Disorderly Conduct.

Permission may be granted by the Association to use another form of lease.

i. Permission must be obtained in writing and in advance of use of the lease, and the
Association may refuse its permission to use any proposed form of lease at its sole
discretion.

i. However, the Addendum to Residential Lease: Crime Free Multi-Housing and Prohibition
of Disorderly Conduct must be used with all leases.

The member must include a provision in the lease which allows representatives or agents of the
Association to enter the unit at reasonable times with notice, or to enter the unit at anytime without
notice in an emergency.

3. Screening Requirements.

d.

The member must carefully screen each prospective adult renter based on their rental history.
I The member must get a reference from, at a minimum, each prospective renter's current
and most recent prior landlord in writing.
ii. References from the two most recent prior landlords is preferred.
ii. The references must clearly indicate that each prospective renter has a history of not
disturbing neighbors, damaging property or violating management policies.
